Mission Statement:  The Academy of Engineering at Mallard Creek High School is devoted to preparing students in a global society through a quality education.  Its goal is to help students prepare for post secondary education while exposing them to a full range of careers in engineering.  The focus of the programs is to expose and develop skills necessary for success at the next level of education.
Who:  The best and brightest students at Mallard Creek High School  who have a strong interest in learning how things work, how to build and design models to scale, who possess strong analytical and math skills.
What:  The Academy of Engineering at Mallard Creek begins in the 9th grade year by taking Introduction to Engineering and Design.  This program prepares students for post-secondary education and careers through a theme-based, contextualized curriculum approach.  Academic learning experiences are combined with hands on work experience to help students develop the thinking and problem-solving skills so critical to post-secondary education and career success.  The Academy of Engineering was developed in collaboration with Project Lead the Way (PLTW) and the National Action Council for Minorities in Engineering (NACME) as well as the National Academy Foundation (NAF).  Students are also required to complete a paid internship in the field of engineering the summer prior to their senior year
When:  Sign up now on your yellow registration card for Introduction to Engineering Design. 
(Common Core Math I completed in the 8th grade strongly recommended)

Where:  Counselors from Mallard Creek will come to your school to register you for 9th grade courses following rising 9th grade night.

Why:  To explore the world of engineering while earning 1 additional quality point toward your grade point average for each class taken.  Each PLTW course is worth 1 additional quality point similar to Advanced Placement Courses.  In addition some colleges and universities will accept the course for college credit.
Your  Assistance:  The Academy of Engineering has a board that meets monthly in the mornings at Mallard Creek High School.  The board consists of teachers, students, parents, administrators and industry people, who volunteer their time in order to fund raise, write grants, provide field trip opportunities and seek internship placements for our students. AOE Courses:
9th grade:  Introduction to Engineering Design/IED:  3D computer modeling software; study of design process (1 additional quality point awarded)

10th grade:  Principles of Engineering/POE:  Students collaborate on the development of community-based building projects. (1 additional quality point)

11th grade:  Civil Engineering and Architecture: Exploration of technology systems and engineering processes.  (1 additional quality point)

Rising Senior:  Complete a paid internship in engineering field.
12th grade:  Digital Electronics/DE:  Use of computer simulation to learn the logic of electronics.  (1 additional quality point)
